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 It is April! The Lenten journey is almost over, and then comes Easter. Have we 
spiritually prepared? Have we grown spiritually? Are we ready for Resurrection? For new 
life in Christ?  
 Spiritual growth - how does it occur? We know the basics: worship, prayer, 
studying of the scriptures, etc. John Wesley called this, ñattaining to the ordinances of 
God.ò That was rule #3 for the people called Methodists. Of course, the first two we also 
know: #1 - Do no harm and #2 - Do good. The three ñsimpleò rules for Methodist Societies. 
They were to spur spiritual growth. Little by little, Godôs Spirit would mold us and make us 
into a new creation.   
 Maturing in faith and spiritual growth are goals that most Christians want to 
accomplish. But most of the time it is hard for us to see except in hindsight. Looking back 
at where we were five years ago compared to today. Is more fruit of the Spirit evident in 
my life? *[ñThe fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, generosity, 
faithfulness,  gentleness, and self-controlò (Galatians 5: 22-23).] That is one good 
measurement, but not the only one of course.   
 The reality is that spiritual growth takes time and experience. But there seems to 
be certain times and experiences that sometimes accelerate spiritual growth. I can only 
speak from my experiences, both personal experiences and observing the experiences of 
others. But what I have observed, or lived out, is that much of our spiritual growth and 
maturing in faith comes from 3 main ways: highs, lows, and encounters with the other. 
Letôs think about these one at a time.  
 
#1 - Highs - these are those mountain-top experiences. They may come from spiritual 
retreats, special events or concerts, Emmaus Walks or pilgrimages, visits to cathedrals or 
monasteries, or perhaps a moment walking at sunrise along the ocean, or sitting atop a 
mountain after a long hike. Things that make us feel small, yet connected to God and 
others.  
 
#2 - Lows - these are moments that shock us into considering what is important to us in 
life. It could be a near death experience or a variety of health issues such as a heart 
attack, etc. It could be a war, or traumatic events such as 9/11 or a massive hurricane. 
Things that let us see how little control we actually have in this world, and how dependent 
we are upon God and others.   
 
#3 - Encounters with the Other - these take us out of our comfort zone and in so doing, 
we are sometimes totally awkward and uncomfortable, yet more open to the Spirit. These 
are our mission trips, service projects, tutoring kids, feeding the homeless, visiting the sick 
and imprisoned, dining with the poor, or perhaps even studying scripture or being in a 
ñLifeGroupò with people who think or act differently.

 In thinking about your own spiritual growth and maturing in your faith, what events, 
experiences, or practices have made a difference for you? How can you increase, or do 
more of those things?

                      Red Shoe Reflections with Rev. Kathryn 
 Each of us has things that we tend to focus on or move toward, themes that we 
seem to find and foster in our lives. When it comes to Scripture, I would have to say that 
the theme I am drawn to and find comfort in most is one of light. Maybe itôs because I 
was scared of the dark as a child or maybe it's for another reason 
altogether. Regardless, I am drawn to the light and what it represents. Matthew 5: 14-16 
tells us, ñYou are the light of the world. A city built on a hill cannot be hid. People do not light a lamp 
and put it under the bushel basket; rather, they put it on the lampstand, and it gives light to all in the 
house. In the same way, let your light shine before others, so that they may see your good works 
and give glory to your Father in heaven.ò Jesus is the Light of the world, but each of us have that 
light in us as well. We are called to shine it before others; to let the Light of Jesus shine in us so that 
all can see it. I started a new book just yesterday called Sacred Earth Sacred Soul by John Phillip 
Newell. In it, Newell explores the Celtic traditions that have influenced Christianity. The view is that 
all is sacred because God created it and therefore all things have God in them. We are all created 
with a part of God in our soul; we each have the Light of Christ in our hearts. We are marked and set 
apart. As we let our light shine, we are to also look for the light in others. Each person we meet is 
also a sacred creation bearing the Light. Newell mentions a conversation he had with a Mohawk 
Elder after a talk he gave years ago; the Elder asked, ñAs I have been listening to these themes, I 
have been wondering where my people would be tonight, and I have been wondering where we 
would be as a Western world tonight, if the mission that had come to us from Europe centuries ago 
had come expecting to find light in us?ò   
 Do I encounter people and not see the Light in them? Do I focus on everything else and not 
see the sacred piece of God in their soul? And what am I missing by not seeing the Light in 
others? Are you missing the Light in others? As we move into Holy Week and Easter, we reach 
Good Friday when we remember that the world tried to extinguish the Light and failed. Join me in 
celebrating the Light by seeing it first in everyone we meet, by letting the sacred piece of God in my 
soul reach out to the sacred piece in yours.

       Weekend Snackpack 

  Childhood hunger is a silent epidemic that affects nearly 1 in 4 children. For the poorest 
school-age children, Friday night begins the Weekend Meal Gap, two days when the school lunch 
programs are not available and the children have little or nothing to eat. These children come back 
to school on Mondays, famished and weak, thinking only of the free meal that will come at breakfast 
and/or lunchtime. 
 Through the Weekend SnackPack Program, teachers and counselors at elementary schools 
in Anderson County, Districts 1-5, identify children who are at the greatest risk of falling into the 
Weekend Meal Gap. Free and reduced breakfasts and lunches are only available during the week, 
so the program provides needy children with meals to take home on Fridays. Each enrolled child 
receives a bag of child-friendly, ready-to-eat foods on Friday to take home for the weekend, when 
school meals are not available. Children return to school on Monday, well-fed and ready to learn.

Facilities / Campus Report April 2023 
 April provides a welcome arrival of warm weather, beautiful blooming trees, 
flowers, shrubs, and the excitement of special things to come. 
 Over the past year, Trinity has explored the options and various possibilities to 
partner with Epworth Childrenôs Home to help provide needed office space to serve 
foster families in Anderson, Oconee, and Pickens Counties. Rev. Kathy James 
(Director of Church Relations for Epworth) toured Trinity House last year and found 
that with some renovations our ñlittle white houseò would be a great location to expand 
their ministry. God blessed Epworth with the necessary grant funding and donations 
late last year to provide services to our corner of the state. God also blessed Trinity 
with a generous donation for renovations from a caring Trinity family wanting to help 
support missions. Our Board of Trustees and Church Council unanimously approved 
this project that will soon serve families and children in our area. 
 The renovations to Trinity House include new LED lighting throughout, fresh 
interior paint (outside already contracted), new flooring in one office and repairs to 
others, new bathroom fixtures, two new interior doors, and new window coverings. We 
started this project with a demo team consisting of dedicated church members who 
removed items from the building, removed carpet and sub-flooring in one room, and 
prepared the facility for renovations. Our plans are to have the facility available for 
Epworth to begin its Upstate Ministry this month. Epworth will furnish the facility as 
needed for their operations, pay their staff, utilities, and other monthly expenses. We 
are looking forward to a great partnership with this long-time supported ministry and 
welcome your prayers and continued support. 
 Letôs welcome our 2023 Board of Trustee members: Billy Rhodes, Mike 
Strickland, Bob Hill, and Marie Loftis. We are currently planning other projects around 
our facilities to upgrade our property and will be excited to share in the coming months 
as they unfold.
